For a young organization, Friends of DuPont Forest has had a tremendous amount of growth in the
past eight years. We are eternally grateful to the Friends of the Falls, who launched a statewide
campaign which resulted in the creation of what we now know as DuPont State Forest in December,
2000. It has been a remarkable journey from the very beginning of the Friends of DuPont Forest with
less than 50 members in 2001 to our present day status of over 700 members.

My husband Jerry and | joined the Friends of DuPont Forest in December, 2002 even before we
moved to the Brevard area the following year. DuPont Forest was a favorite place to visit as we con-
templated retirement. The proximity of such a wonderful natural area within 10 miles of our home
was a factor in our decision to relocate to Transylvania County.

Many people have contributed to this growth, too many to name as individuals. The Tour de Falls
started as a few rented vans to show a handful of visitors the “new” falls. Last year we exceeded
1,000 people in one glorious fall weekend making the 12 mile loop in shuttle buses. The first map of
DuPont was hand drawn and now we have a waterproof, accurate, well marked map complete with
GPS coordinates. We started with a few volunteers to give visitors information on Memorial Day and
Labor Day and have evolved to DuPont Hosts who provide a valuable service to forest visitors from
May to October. Volunteers have always helped with trail maintenance but, starting in March, an
energetic group will schedule monthly trail work days completing work on specific projects. FODF has
contributed financially to the creation, rerouting and development of a sustainable multi-use trail sys-
tem enjoyed by hikers, bikers and equestrians alike.

We are concerned about the ecology and scientific study of the forest. Our “litter haters” project has
literally collected “tons” of roadside trash and continues to clean up the roadways on a regular basis.

We have funded projects dealing with “sassy” beetles, blue-ghost fireflies, and salamanders. The
history project has collected oral interviews, researched properties, collected artifacts, and compiled
an impressive amount of information about the land that is now DuPont Forest. We have helped

launch Muddy Sneakers, an innovative project that brings fifth and eighth grade students into DuPont
Forest and other natural areas for up to 12 expeditions during the school year. We hope this will re-
connect students with the natural world and create future conservationists.
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Security Alert! — Three vehicles have been broken into at DuPont State Forest (DSF) in the past three months. On Friday February
21, someone broke into a truck parked at Lake Imaging access area. On January 29 an FODF board member’s car was broken into
at the Fawn Lake access area. On December 22, 2008 a car was broken into at the Corn Mill Shoals access area. All these break-ins
occurred during the afternoon when there were only a few cars in the parking lot. Windows were broken and items lying on the seat
or cargo area were taken. The Transylvania Sheriff's Department is investigating the thefts. The thief is an opportunist. He or she se-
lects a car that has items visible through the window that may have value. As a preventative measure, lock valuables and duffle bags,
backpacks, etc. in the trunk. If you don't have a trunk place items under the seat or cover them on the floor board. If you see a car
with broken glass, call Transylvania central dispatch at (828) 884-3212. They will notify the Sheriff's Department and DSF staff.

Forest Staffing — The forest is currently down to a six-person staff following the departure of Alvin Barnwell and Tony Nelson last
October. We hope to fill these positions before the busy summer season. DSF staff members spent a total on 150 days on fire assign-
ments in North Carolina in 2008. No out of state assignments were allowed last year, because drought conditions kept fire danger
high across North Carolina. A recent ban on paying pre-arranged firefighters for standby will reduce the use of private citizens for wild-
fire suppression and increase the need for DSF staff to provide fire suppression assistance. This change will reduce personnel time

spent on the forest if we have a dry spring.
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Forest Visitation —

Total visitation for 2008 is estimated to be 139,000. That is 13,000 more than 2007, and the highest annual visita-

tion since data collection started in 2002. See Figure 1. The average visitation is now 123,000 per year. Sixty percent of the visitors
were from North Carolina, 18% from South Carolina, 6% from Florida and 4% from Georgia. See Figure 2. The three most common
reasons for visiting the forest continue to be riding mountain bikes, hiking and viewing the waterfalls. Horseback riding, running, fish-

ing and hunting are other popular activities.

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Forest Management — The second draft of the general forest
management plan and the first draft of stand level plans for three
compartments have been completed. These will be available for
public review once they are approved by Division of Forest Re-
sources leadership. Stand level plans for seven more compart-
ments will be completed this year. An improvement cut to benefit
wildlife has been completed on about two acres along White Pine
Trail. Most of the wood removed will be used for firewood. Addi-
tional trees have been marked, so the harvest will continue this
year. Individuals that need firewood may contact the forest office
for a permit to cut. The cost is $5.00 per cord.

DuPont State Forest staff, Wildlife Resources Commission per-
sonnel and Division BRIDGE personnel have burned four areas
totaling 65 acres this winter. One area was burned near the air-
strip. The other areas were along Hickory Mountain Road and
inside Hickory Mountain Loop. The objective of the burns is to
improve wildlife habitat by opening up the understory. Tender
sprouts and herbaceous vegetation will provide more food for
deer in the coming year.

The public restrooms at Buck Forest access area are completed and
scheduled to open this spring.

Volunteer Service - Four volunteers help out in the forest office
on a regular basis. Coni Taylor volunteers on Monday and
Wednesday, Aleen Steinberg on Tuesday, Steve Biesecker on
Thursday and Bonnie Bomba on Friday. In addition, John Reiff
assists with field work on most Tuesdays. These and other vol-
unteers provide valuable assistance to the DSF staff. The total
hours of volunteer service in 2008 has not been finalized, but will
likely exceed 4,500 hours. The Friends of DuPont Forest con-
tinue to be the leading volunteer organization followed by DSF
regular volunteers. The Pisgah Trail Blazers and Southern Off-
Road Bicycling Association also contribute hundreds of hours
each year. The DSF staff relies heavily on volunteer assistance
to accomplish many tasks and projects.

Visitors’ Center — AR Construction has completed the public
restrooms and the first phase of the Visitor Center renovation.
The restrooms will open for use this spring, but much additional
work is needed in the Visitor Center. FODF contributed several
thousand dollars to the project, and has budgeted additional
funds to help with the completion of the project. We hope to add
a porch roof on the right side of the building and rock veneer part
of the foundation in the next few months. The Division is request-
ing additional state funds to complete the project.

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This winter has not been favorable for artifacts and site research
into the forest history. Looking for artifacts and checking out possi-
ble old home sites is much easier when the leaves are off the
trees and the brush has gone into winter dormancy. This year,
however, has been a bit different with the very cold and some-
times wet days which have discouraged off-trail exploration.

The recent short warm spells have provided some welcome op-
portunities and the history researchers have been taking advan-
tage of these breaks whenever possible. The efforts at this time
are targeted towards the identification and verification of probable
historic sites. When a positive site is located, basic data is re-
corded and the location registered for further examination as may
be appropriate.

Some historic sites are located by chance observation or dis-
covery by an observant or curious hiker. The general location
of other places of interest may come from memories of previ-
ous residents and their families, former workers in the forest or
from written histories and other documents. In DuPont State
Forest, the chimneys, fireplaces and rock walls that may be
observed in other forests are seldom found and researchers
must rely on less obvious indicators. Some of the clues to a
site of interest include large stones in unusual locations, non-
native plants, discarded materials and earthwork or soil distur-
bances. Some examples are shown in the accompanying pho-
tos.

Bit by bit, some of the mysteries of the forest are being unrav-
eled. We will never know the full, rich history of many locations
A tree grows around an old, barb wire fence within the forest, but now will have better insights into the

Parking Lot Safety

3. Make sure you lock all doors and close all windows. Approx. 20% of all vehicles stolen still have the keys in them. Don't leave
them in the glove box, under the mats, under the seat or still in the ignition.

As reported in the previous edition of The Little River Watermark, FODF has
provided financial support for an investigation to determine whether salamanders
in DuPont State Forest are infected with the Batrachochytrium dendrobatidis (Bd)
fungus. This investigation is being conducted by Brevard High School students
John Burrows, Brooke Burrows, Matthew Travers, and Lily Jones-Herbst under
the supervision of faculty member Andy Bullwinkle. The Bd fungus investigation
is one of several science projects in the "It's about TIME to do Real Science"
program that is funded by a grant to Transylvania County High Schools from the
Burroughs Wellcome Fund's Student Science Enrichment Program.

The samples that the students collected were subjected to PCR analysis to de-
tect the presence of DNA from Bd fungus. The results from the PCR analyses
were positive from a sample collected from salamanders at one of four sites
tested in DuPont Forest. The group plans to confirm these initial results by col- TIM.E. Students
lecting additional samples this spring when salamanders are more active. T

On Feb. 19, the students presented their Bd fungus project at the Western Regional Science Fair held at Western Carolina University.
More than 600 students from 16 counties in Western North Carolina participated in the science fair. The Bd fungus project came in 1st
place in the senior team division and won 2 additional prizes of a $25 Amazon Gift Card for best ‘Organism Biology Project’ & won
$50 for ‘Best Vertebrate Project’! This award-winning group will travel to Raleigh to compete at the North Carolina State Fair on March
28. FODF is proud to have provided support for the Bd Fungus group and encourages other interested students to conduct research
projects in DuPont State Forest.
